Prof. Ronaldo Munck

Ronaldo Munck is Head of Civic Engagement at Dublin City University and visiting professor of development at the University of Liverpool and at St. Mary’s University, Nova Scotia. He has written widely on international labour issues from The New International Labour Studies (1988) to Globalisation and Labour: The new ‘Great Transformation’ (2002) which brings together the insights of Karl Marx and Karl Polanyi. He is also known for his global development perspective on Latin America which includes Contemporary Latin America (2012) and Rethinking Latin America: Development, Hegemony and Social Transformation (2013).

Dr. Mairéad Finn

Mairéad Finn is the Coordinator of the Development Studies Association of Ireland and of the Trinity International Development Initiative. Prior to commencing this role in the summer of 2016, Mairéad worked as a researcher on topics related to youth and migration. Her PhD research, completed in 2014, was a semi-ethnographic study of migration to rural Ireland, focusing on immigrants' lives and experiences within the housing system in 'new immigrant gateways', or non-urban areas. She has a particular interest in psychosocial programming and evaluation.
