Guidelines for submission of papers:

All papers must be submitted electronically as a file attachment no later than Friday, 21
November to admin@dsaireland.org;
The email must include the full title of the research paper and the names and affiliations of all
author(s). Give the full address, telephone number of the author(s) and email address for all
future correspondence and amendments;
Please submit your revised abstract and final paper in separate files;
Final papers should be between 3,000 to 5,000 words (including references);
Keywords: Four to six key words;
The format for the paper as follows:
v" Submit in Microsoft Word format
Page layout: margins 3cm on all sides — All text should be justified
Font: Times New Roman, Body of the text - Size 12, Headings — 14
Line Spacing - single
Referencing — Harvard style
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Alternatively you may choose to submit a Power Point presentation.

Please bear in mind that due to the number of papers submitted by members, in most cases these
presentations will of 10 minutes duration. You might want to bear this in mind during preparation.
